In January 2014, Lutheran Social Services of 

North Florida initiated the Success Forward: 

Advocates for Families program to enhance our 

InnBetween Transitional Housing program.  

Underwritten by Wheat Ridge Ministries, a 

nonprofit organization that funds health and 

human services initiatives, Success Forward 

strives to make positive, measurable, and lasting 

differences in the lives of the homeless families 

with children that LSSNF serves. 

 

LSSNF knows, from our experience, as well as 

research, that providing a house, even for as long 

as 2 years, is often not enough assistance.  By the 

time families become homeless, they have likely 

suffered a series of financial, social, and other 

losses. The experience and isolation of 

homelessness is itself traumatic for both adults 

and children.  Recovery takes time, support, and 

connections to committed and skilled individuals 

within the community. 

 

LSSNF will make these connections with 

Success Forward, which is recruiting two types 

of advocates to assist, mentor, and advocate for 

the InnBetween families: General Family 

You Can Make a Difference for Homeless Families  

Advocate and Specialized or Expert Family 

Advocate.  Each family in the InnBetween 

program will have a dedicated General Family 

Advocate.  The General Family Advocate serves 

as a liaison between family members, the 

program social worker, service providers, and 

Specialized or Expert Family Advocates.  The 

Specialized or Expert Family Advocate uses his 

or her professional skills or specialized interests 

on an as-needed basis to help family members 

solve specific problems or needs.  Areas of 

family need include, but are not limited to: 

credit/financial, medical/dental (including 

Medicaid navigation), disabilities, legal/child 

support, career/education coaching, mental 

health, living wage employment, mentoring, and 

assisting children with special needs.  Additional 

information about volunteer advocate 

descriptions, opportunities, and an application 

are available on-line at www.lssnf.org or please 

contact: Betsy Purdum, Success Forward:
